The College Church has 
been blessed by a long and rich relationship with 
the Allens. We have seen firsthand the “passion, 
intensity and urgency” in Jimmy’s preaching the 
article highlighted. I’m personally grateful to call 
Jimmy Allen a friend! (By the way, across the page you will notice the 
beautiful smile of our own Manuela Nesheva in a Harding ad.)

Also in the March issue of the Arkansas Christian Herald (ACH) is 
an excellent article about Larry and Mary Lou Daughety. Larry serves 
as one of our shepherds and oversees our Media Ministry that records 
the worship services, and preserves the teaching of men like Neale 
Pryor, Jimmy Allen, Jim Woodroof, Bruce McLarty, and many others 
who preached the gospel in the College Church pulpit. You can pick up 
a copy of the ACH on the tables at the entrances. I am blessed with a 
special friendship with Larry, too.

Recently Mike Caldwell returned from his mission trip to Haiti 
where he personally saw the massive devastation. In Mike’s email sent 
to me, he spoke about 9’ walls meant to protect families that became 
instruments of death in the midst of the earthquake. At the orphanage 
where he worked there was a young boy killed when a security wall 
collapsed on him. Broken down walls, cracked and crumbled homes, 
churches, shops and businesses... the earthquake was no respecter of 
people. 

Port au Prince is a coastal city with a population of over 2 million. 
The Presidential Palaces and most of the downtown business buildings 
are damaged to the point they are not safe to enter. In Port-au-Prince 
there is virtually no infrastructure, electricity or dependable running 
water safe enough to drink. Yet, what can be found is used as best it 
can.  

Food is scarce. Medical help is available for those who can find 
it and afford it. As time creeps along most of the people living in the 
“tent cities” are becoming more and more desperate. Most have no 
place to go and walking is their only transportation.

Many Haitians are turning to some faith, any faith, any God where 
they might find some comfort. As Mike said, “The fields are white with 
the harvest, but the need for food, water and shelter are blinding.  
Many are numb to the sights they are seeing every moment as they 
walk down the streets... the piles of rubble and the smell of death 
coming from those piles. Life goes on. Much help is still needed.”

I am grateful to be part of a church whose leaders and members 
are deeply committed to being the light of the world! God provides daily 
opportunities to let our light shine in this dark world. Let it shine… let 
it shine… let it shine! 

I am presently working to take Neale Pryor’s lesson tapes on the 
book of Revelation he taught at College Church several years ago and 
converting them into MP3 format. On one of the tapes was a vintage 
Neale Pryor quote: “Christians are a lot like cars – they start missing 
before they quit.” His homespun wisdom ought to remind each of us of 
the importance of gathering with the saints each Lord’s Day!
