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This good-looking group is made up of all the young people at George Benson Christian College who have 
accepted sponsorship in return for offering themselves to serve as missionaries in remote parts of Zambia for a 
minimum of three years. 
 
GBCC student and their teachers have already planted more than 200 congregations. 
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These are our 2009 graduates.  
 
 In a few weeks they begin their Big Adventure as they scatter North and West.   
We give them a small subsistence gift to allow them to function until the Ministry of Education takes them on as 
full-time teachers.  At that point they become self-supporting missionaries in their own land. 
 
Thanks to each of you who helps support this work. 
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Before we send them out, someone has to travel far and wide to find schools willing to take them on. 
Shadreck Sibwaalu is just back on a search in Western Province—the land of water and/or sand. 
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He drove across the Zambezi flood plain at one point, easing along this causeway. 
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There’s no bridge across the Zambezi here.  He crossed to Kalabo on this small pontoon ferry. 
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Shadreck found 18, perhaps 20 schools ready to take our volunteers. 
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There are only a few churches of Christ in Western Province at this date.   
This is where Kaoma congregation meets. 
One of the leaders here is Charles Simuuba, a GBCC graduate—that’s him in the red shirt. 
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This man was at church in Mumbwa.  Steven Kasongo sported a fluffy afro last time I saw him  
-- when he graduated from Namwianga Christian Secondary School in 1975. 
While he was a schoolboy here someone gave him the Bible he is holding.   
Steven is fairly prosperous now, and bought lunch for Shadreck and his team. 
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
