It’s sad to say, but it often takes something bad for a person to 
pause and weigh what is really important to him.

One also becomes more sensitive to the simple pleasures in life: the 
scent of a flower, birds singing, a magnificent sunset, a tender 
touch. You remember that relationships are more important than 
tangible things. 

So don’t wait until you’re sick to figure out that your husband 
matters, that your kids matter. That doing what you care about 
matters, maybe even taking it slow matters.

Instead of being in the heat of the action, Arlin & I had to slow 
down. And overall I must say that this medical necessity was a 
blessing.
