2004: 1676 euros for $2,000
2005: 1598 euros for the same amount
2006: 1573 euros
June 2007: 1491 euros
Dec. 2007: 1339 euros
(Actual exchange rates we received at the bank.)

Just try to imagine a 40 percent salary cut.
Then add inflation, at an all-time high since 2001.
