Howard and Jane have made a two and half year commitment to this 
good work. They are keeping their home here in Searcy, and they will be 
making visits back here during this time. They covet your prayers on their 
behalf as they begin the new work. We will always treasure this great 
couple and will look forward to our being together again!
