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Special Gifts from God - Part I

The first creative element of God's design is a brain strategically
located at the top most part of an extensive nervous system. Have you
actually examined your brain or been mindful of its unique capacity when
thinking, feeling or especially relaxing?

It is possible to take the brain for granted if “reasonably” functioning,
without recognizing the core architecture of our human makeup. Being
Christian is not about neuroanatomy, but it surely is about mindful utilization
of the greatest gift next to the soul.

Divine engineering enables the brain to interact with and regulate the
flow of energy and information, yet it can be stimulated and changed by the
mind's use of its resources. Neuroplasticity is the term describing changes
that occur because of experience with our self and others. The brain's
hundred billion neurons are linked to thousands of genetically created
synaptic connections. These neural connections can fire and mobilize with
a majesty that surpasses the most expansive display of the Northern
Lights.

Research suggests that mindful use of the brain promotes health,
relational well being and generational growth. When we dip in the mindful
stream, the presence of God can be felt intensely and the capacity o heal
finds its way in the resonance of resourceful thinking and creative choice.

The brain remains a fascinating frontier studied continuously by
scientists, but exclusively designed for mankind by God. It is not a fearful
place where thoughts and impulses roam at large - it is a gift to be
opened.

Mindfulness is before, between and beyond words. It is the brain
breathing life and meaning into reality.

"For Thou didst form my inward parts; Thou didst weave me in my
mother's womb. T will give thanks to thee, for I am fearfully and wonderfully
made; wonderful are Thy works, and my soul knows it very well.” Psalm
