A full schedule has blessed us with a number of excellent opportunities 
to grow the kingdom. In the midst of our activities, may we never forget 
our aim is not just to be “busy” or accomplish good works. Our goal is 
people! To bless, love and serve people. Let’s focus on reaching out, 
encouraging, and helping to draw others closer to Jesus.

Please keep Bryan and Darla Phillips in your prayers in the death 
of his brother, Bradley Phillips.

Morgan. Many of our number have recently lost loved ones and continue to 
need prayers and comfort.

In Judges 6-7 is the remarkable story of Gideon; the young military 
leader with a mighty small army to fight against the Midianites. Their 
hearts had every reason to be filled with uncertainties, doubts and fear. 
Their chances seemed grim, to say the least. Yet Gideon and his 300 men 
put their faith in God’s promise, and what followed was the unlikeliest of 
victories that only God could provide.

The past two years, Great Commission Sunday has been a day 
of victory for the College Church when faith was on full display. It 
has traditionally been a day when we are privileged to bring a special 
contribution to support mission efforts around world, and you have given 
willingly and generously.

This year’s Great Commission Sunday (GCS) will be October 18. Why 
am I telling you about GCS so early? Because the Mission Committee 
believes with God’s help we can do even more than we have done in the 
past. The goal this year is $365,000 (that’s $1000 for each day of the 
year). It’s an ambitious goal, and we need every family to be praying 
about GCS, and to brainstorm how you can save, earn or raise money to 
contribute. Don’t ask, “What can we do?” but instead, “What can God do 
through us?”

College Church has a large yearly budget to support mission points 
around globe, and yet, there is much more that can be significantly done 
for the kingdom. The GCS collection will allow the College Church to 
help more mission efforts than is presently being done. There are more 
missionaries we would like to support, and we will need your family’s 
partnership.

Please spend time between now and October 18 talking about how 
your family can be involved in helping to reach the goal of $365,000. 
Moms and dads, this is a great opportunity for you to help children look 
beyond themselves and take action to bless the lives of those who don’t 
know the Lord. Prayerfully consider creative ways your family can be an 
important part of Great Commission Sunday.
