Vacation Bible School is one week away, but before we get to 
this event, another important activity will take place to promote VBS.  
Saturday, June 20, the Carnival promoting Vacation Bible School will 
take place at Spring Park. This Fun Fest begins at 9:00 and runs until 
1:00 p.m. All kinds of games, food and teaching opportunities are 
planned for this day that has been drawing over 2,000 people from the 
community. Downtown Church of Christ coordinates this big event with 
the encouragement and support of the other congregations in Searcy.

One thing that would be helpful is for our church members to 
wear a VBS t-shirt and visit with non-church members who come to the 
carnival. Groups of 30 to 40 people will be invited to the community room 
at Simmons Bank for information about the church, puppet plays and 
drawings for prizes. Members from College, Cloverdale, Downtown, and 
West Side are asked to not take up the space for this presentation so 
more citizens from the community can attend and have opportunity to 
win the prizes that will be given away.

Our theme for VBS is “Crocodile Dock: Where fearless kids shine 
God’s light.” Activities will start each evening at 6:00 at College Church 
of Christ, beginning Sunday evening, June 21. Actually, we could say it 
begins Sunday morning with Bible Class, because all children 3 years 
old and up are invited to the Family Room, with their families, for a 
mini VBS class. We will not have regular Bible Classes on June 21, so 
if you do not have children involved in VBS, please join the auditorium 
class; cradle roll and the younger two’s will also meet. Please note this 
information that will help make the opening evening of Vacation Bible 
School go smoothly.

• Pre-register, if possible, at the table just outside the kitchen 
in the Family Room by the Wednesday before VBS.  Registration will 
be much smoother and quicker if you register before the first night of 
VBS.

• Registration on Sunday evening of VBS will be in the Family room.
• Even if your child is pre-registered, on Sunday night you will need 

to go by a pre-registration table located in the Family Room to pick up a 
nametag and pew assignment. The tables will be alphabetically labeled.

• Each night the children, except 3 and 4 year olds will be dismissed 
alphabetically from the auditorium. Parents are to go to the end of the 
pew and sign their child out. The children must be signed out before 
they are allowed to leave.  

• The 3 & 4 year olds will be dropped off and picked up each night 
in their assigned homeroom. When you pick up your child’s nametag the 
first night of VBS, on the back will be their assigned homeroom. They 
will also have to be signed out before they are able to leave.

• 5th and 6th grades will be dismissed from Room 100, the classroom 
off of the auditorium, and they will also have to be signed out before 
they leave.

• Monday evening, children who were present Sunday will need to go 
straight to the Auditorium to their assigned pew. 

• There will be adult classes each night in the auditorium at College 
Church of Christ from 6:30-7:15.

• We will be having a different edible craft each night in addition 
to the regular snack of cookies and lemonade. The guides and teachers 
will be aware of any allergy your child may have, but if you are concerned 
there will be a list of ingredients being used for each night in the 
registration room. 

• Remember we need plenty of cookies each night and they love 
Oreo and Chips Ahoy the best!!
