We are waiting for some revised plans as we were not entirely 
satisfied with those sent. We also have to ensure permits and pa-
perwork from the government are all in order. We look forward 
God willing to seeing this project through for the benefit of the 
people in that area. 

In our mid-week Bible class we are now back to the gospel of Mark.  
We spent the last four weeks studying Jeremiah. Lynn And Alene 
Tur ner a couple f r om t he St at es who have been Soj our ners ar e 
with us for a while and Lynn is teaching Wednesday s and Sunday 
night s f r om J er emiah. I t s nice t o be able t o sit in on a class in-
stead of teach for a while and the studies are very useful. 

Hyper Pipers which is for our 6-12 year olds held on the first Sun-
day of the month is going to be reviewed. There may be greater op-
tions for activities and it may also give an opportunity for more 
older members to be involved. We may continue as things are but 
feel it is always worthwhile to review and ensure we are doing 
what s best f or t he young people. 

Our building has been worked on a lot lately our motivation was for 
it to look good for two weddings. Some of the work was also neces-
sary structurally. All these things were completed by members sav-
ing us a lot of money. Even some materials were donated. 

The first wedding was of Sarah Eckman the daughter of Bob & 
Jean who wanted to get married where her parents were married. 
The second was of James Sutton and Carla Marie Llewellyn at 
which I officiated. They met at our youth club 20 or so years ago 
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and it made for quite a reunion seeing all those ex youth club kids 
coming along with their own children. The day was wonderful, not 
least for getting back in touch with so many who used to attend our 
Sunday School and KISMIF Club and the early days of camp. I will 
endeavour to keep in touch and who knows, what we started 20 years 
ago may only come to fruition now, I certainly hope and pray this will 
lead to something.
