Jeff Montgomery and I are
grateful for the tremendous re-
sponse by members of College
Church as more than 500 paper-
back books and Readers Digest have
been provided for prisoners at the
White County Jail. This reading ma-
terial is divided and rotated through
the jail pods on a regular basis. The
Sheriff's policy requires Jeff, jail
chaplain, to manage general reading
material at the jail. The Sheriff also
permits handing out Bible correspon-
dence courses. These are collected,
and then graded by the Tuesday La-
dies class and the Wednesday Early
Bird class during summer months and
by others. Since 1998 over 100,000
individual Bible correspondence les-
sons have been distributed by Col-
lege Church to those at the county
jail and to prisoners around the na-
tion. Speaking for fellow prisoners
who finally want to know and even
obey the truth, thanks for making
this possible.
