What a wonderful day we had last Sunday with 1587 in 
attendance in our two morning worship services. Thank you for 
making worshipping God a priority in your life. I have received 
many kind comments about our series, “Give a Holy Temple to a 
Holy God.” This series should serve as a good reminder that as 
the temple of the Holy Spirit (1 Corinthians 6:19) our lives are 
to reflect God’s holiness. If you missed the first two sermons on 
“This is Holy Ground,” contact Larry Daughety Sr. in the Media 
Office to order your CD.

Every one of us is concerned about the devastation and 
suffering caused by the recent earthquakes in Haiti. The College 
Church has already responded in a compassionate and generous 
way. There is no way to know the exact number of empty buckets 
that were taken and filled with daily necessities and brought back 
to the building. These buckets will be loaded in large containers 
through the Life Resources International warehouse in Judsonia. 
The containers will make their way to Haiti where loving Christians 
will distribute the supplies. Members of this congregation have 
also donated $3619 for disaster relief in Haiti.  

Many of you have asked what more can we do to help the 
anguish in Haiti. We live in a nation that is blessed, and our hearts 
go out to families and children who suffer. Unfortunately, the 
telephone and internet scams are taking full advantage of people’s 
compassion and desire to help. You must be extremely careful 
donating to some good work that may or may not be genuine. 

Next Sunday, January 31, College Church members will be given 
the opportunity to participate in a special offering to help provide 
relief for the victims in Haiti. Some of you have already donated 
supplies for the buckets, and others have given checks/cash. If you 
have already given to the relief effort, please do not feel compelled 
to do so again. However, there are some who would still like to give, 
or perhaps can financially give more. Immediately following next 
Sunday’s weekly contribution, a second collection will be taken in both 
services. Please make sure that checks for the special collection are 
clearly marked “Haiti Relief” on the comments line.

The elders will set up a committee to oversee the disbursement 
of the relief funds so the monies are used wisely. You can be 
assured that 100% of your donation will go to legitimate ministries 
that are helping to ease people’s pain in Haiti. The College Church 
is always generous and especially in these times of need. Continue 
to pray for the nation of Haiti.

I thought you might be interested to know that students from the 
Sunshine School here in Searcy also collected items for the relief and 
on Tuesday they brought their bags of supplies to the College Church. 
Katie Ramsey (on the left) was among 
the group. Two of our own members, 
Mary Lou Dunn and Sally Paine, are 
part of the loving staff at Sunshine 
School that minister to the needs 
of some 60 students who have 
special developmental disabilities. I 
appreciate the wonderful work that 
Sunshine School is doing, and for 
the generosity of their students!
